CSEF (Camps Sports and Excursion Fund):

CSEF is available to all families that hold a current Health Care Card or Pension Card. Forms are
available at the office. Applications close on 4th July 2025. CSEF gives each child $154.00 that sits
in your family account to be used to cover the cost of excursions/camps etc. Any credit that is left at
the end of the year stays in your family account and can be rolled over into the new year.

Canteen:

Just a reminder to families that we are currently opening the canteen for lunch orders
from Monday to Friday. This is just a trial until 30th June and we will keep you posted if
it is something we will continue with after that date.

Year 6 to Year 7 Placement Forms:

Year 6 students received their Year 7 placement forms the first week back of Term 2. These forms
were due back today but unfortunately we still have a number of families that have not returned
them. Year 6 to Year 7 placement forms are necessary to facilitate the transition of students from
primary to secondary school, ensuring a smooth and efficient enrolment process. These forms help
schools manage incoming enrolments, particularly when there's limited capacity and ensure
students are placed in a school that meets their needs and preferences.

If you are unsure which Secondary School your child will be attending then please write all the
school you are considering on the form regardless of location. If you are planning to homeschool
and have made an application to the Department of Education VRQA then please also include that
on the form. It is only the last 4 pages that we require you to return to school and some of those
pages have already been pre filled by the school. If you have not returned your child's form then
please do so by Monday 5th May. Please contact the office if you require another form or are unsure
of what is required.

Year 5/6 Canberra Camp:

Canberra camp is fast approaching and we asked for all Consent and Medical
(Red) forms to be returned by today. Again we have a number of families who
have not returned these forms. Canberra Camp require us to forward on dietary
requirements by next week and this information takes time collate which is why
we have a return by date. Please ensure that you return the forms by Monday
5th May. If you have misplaced the forms I do have spares at the office or
alternatively I have attached them to the reminder I sent out earlier this week
on Compass. Please reach out to us if you are having trouble filling out the forms as we are happy
to help.

If your child is not attending camp please let the school office know asap so that we can take the
charge off your family account.

On Tuesday 10th June we will have a report writing day for teachers. This will be a student free day.
